Logistical Information for Eastern Invasives Network Meeting #4

Archbold Biological Station, Florida

13-15 January 2004

Greetings Eastern Invasives Network Participant!

This document is your registration material for the Network Meeting #4, to be held in Lake Placid on 13-15 January, 2004. Register by completing and returning this document to both me (Barry Rice, bamrice@ucdavis.edu) and John Randall (jarandall@ucdavis.edu) by 24 December. If you have any problems with the form or have unanswered questions, please contact one of us.

Lodging information

The workshop will be held at the Archbold Biological Station, just outside of Lake Placid, Florida (http://www.archbold-station.org/abs/index.htm). Plan to arrive at the Station by the evening of 12 January, and leave after the meeting ends on the 15th. The Station’s daily rate is $38, which includes $15/day lodging, $16/day for food, and the $7/day Station fee. Remember that this is a field station, so expect sharing bathrooms and anticipate cottages that house four to several people each via bunk beds. Linens and bedding are provided. Participants are expected to cover their own rooming costs. We have not yet determined if your housing bill will be paid directly to Archbold, or through the Wildland Invasive Species Team. 

During the first week in January we will tell you which cottage you will be staying in. If you have buddies you would like to share a cottage with, contact us with your requests. The Station prefers single-gender cottage assignments, but this may be flexible for those bringing partners/spouses/children.

If you would prefer more sumptuous accommodations, contact the Ramada Inn (863-465-3133), which is 15 minutes from the Station. They estimated daily rates at $60/$70 for 1 person/2 people. Mention you are from Archbold and they will give you a corporate rate discount of several dollars per day. (Incidentally, this Ramada Inn is incorrectly identified as a Best Western on some maps, for example, on this useful map: http://www.archbold-station.org/abs/images/map.gif).

If you opt to stay at the Ramada Inn you must make your reservations with the Ramada Inn yourself. Otherwise, your registration for the workshop will automatically reserve you room at Archbold, and there is no need to contact the station.

When you arrive at the Station

Check in at the Station headquarters. All visitors to the Biological Station will be required to sign a (very reasonable) liability release form. If you arrive late and the headquarters is closed, just proceed to your cabin and try not to disturb your cabin mates too much. The liability form can be signed the next morning.

Food and beverages

Breakfast is at 6:30-8:00 a.m., lunch is at noon, dinner is 6:00-7:00 p.m. Vegetarian options can be requested on our registration form. The first meal will be breakfast on the 13th and the last will be lunch on the 15th. If you wish to forage for food elsewhere, the town of Lake Placid is about 15 minutes to the north. Lake Placid has grocery stores, fast food, etc.

Traveling suggestions

The most convenient local airports are either Orlando (MCO) or Tampa (TPA), but Orlando is likely to be your best option. The travel time from either airport to Archbold is approximately two hours. We encourage carpooling from the airport to the Station, and have included a few questions in the registration form to help us coordinate carpooling for you. 

The following driving instructions are from the Archbold Biological Station web site:

From Orlando to Archbold (approximately 105 miles)

· Take State Route 528 (Beeline Expressway, toll road - $2.50)(8 miles) to 

· I-4 West (towards Tampa) to US 27 South (17 miles) 

· US 27 South to SR 70 West (75 miles) 

· SR 70 West for 1.2 miles to 

· Old State Road 8 (if you go over RR tracks on SR 70, you have gone too far) 

· Left (south) on Old State Road 8 for 1.8 miles; Archbold’s main entrance on right 

From Tampa to Archbold (approximately 110 miles)

· Take I-275 South for 39 miles across the Howard Franklin Bridge, through St. Petersburg, and across the Sunshine Skyway-$1.00 toll to 

· I-75 South to State Road 70 East (10 miles) 

· SR 70 East to Arcadia (40 miles), continue East from Arcadia (31 miles) to 

· Old State Road 8 (immediately after RR tracks) 

· Right (south) on Old State Road 8 for 1.8 miles; Archbold’s main entrance on right 

Weather, local sights, field trip, etc. 

During this time of year, the average high/low temperature should be 10/24ºC (50/75ºF), precipitation is infrequent, and mosquitoes should be absent. The Biological Station is on the southern tip of the Lake Wales Ridge, and for reasons you will no doubt learn about, abounds in diverse animal and plant life. (See the animal/plant lists at http://www.archbold-station.org/abs/data/lists/biodiver.htm.) Birders will be happy to see that the Florida Scrub Jay is listed as “Year-round, regular, very common.”

The workshop will include a two hour boating excursion on the Kissimmee River and a short hike around the Riverwoods Field Laboratory. The boat trip will be led by staff of the Riverwoods Field Laboratory. The boat can take only 20 people at a time, so we will split the group into two shifts. Sunscreen via unguent or a broad-brimmed hat is recommended. We will car pool to and from the put-in site. For more information about the site, see http://riverwoods.ces.fau.edu/index.html.
